Caution: When the timing chain is removed and the heads are installed, do not rotate
the camshafts or crankshafts independently of each other. Severe valve and piston
damage can occur.

1) Disconnect the battery. I recommend the serpentine belt be removed.
Remove the valve covers, the oil filler tube assembly on the right side and the power
steering reservoir on the left side. The power steering reservoir only needs to be
tilted towards the battery, to obtain access to the cam bolt.

2) Set the engine at TDC cylinder number #1, camshaft sprocket marks at the 12
o’clock position as in figure #1, The TDC marking on the timing cover can only be
seen with an inspection mirror. You will see the TDC mark looking down from the
